Locative Bez-de Bar-da Koy-da Goz-de
Ablative Bez-den Bardan Koy-dan Goz-den

Words ending with vowels:
Final vowel Eorl Aorl OorU Oor U
Mominative Ulke Masa Boru Ot
Accusative Olke-yi Masa-yi Boru-yu utu-yu
Genitive Ulke-nin Masa-nin Boru-nun Uti-niin
Dative Olke-ye Masa-ya Boru-ya Utii-ye
Locative Ulke-de Masa-da Boru-da Utii-den
Ablative Ulke-den Masa-dan Boru-dan Utii-den
